Our share task to be completed at home this half term, if you would like, is to create a ‘rhyming box’ 
i.e. a decorated box which contains a group of rhyming words.  These could have long or short sounds 
in the middle dep ending on your child’s development.  Our newest children in Nursery will make a 
sound box – details to follow.  At the end of the Spring term there will be an opportunity for parents to 
join us for an egg hunt. 
 
Please remember that we have ‘Show and Tell’  on a Friday and your child will bring home a reminder 
slip when it is their turn.  Other than this please encourage your child to leave their toys at home, 
unless it is a topic related item which we would of course love to see.  This helps prevent loss or  
breakage of favourite toys!
